UNITY DEFINED 
 

1. AGREE means to harmonize as in one accord; to cooperate together; to 
bind together as in agreement. 
 

2. To GATHER TOGETHER is to draw together; to bring together; to 
join together. 

 

3. ONE ACCORD meaning to be unanimous, to be in one mind, together 
in vision. It is to be with one mind or purpose, to set aside personal 
ambitions, feelings and work toward the purpose of the whole group, and 
to rise to a certain challenge with one mind and one purpose. 

 

4. UNITY means to be in agreement with singleness of heart and mind. 
Unity is the quality of being one in purpose, the quality of being whole, 
especially a union of all.
